UHI has made a major 

economic impact in 

neighborhoods hardest hit 

by blight caused by fore-

closure in the recent eco-

nomic slump. 2010 was a 

banner year. In the last half 

alone UHI closed 15 sales 

totaling approximately 

$876,000, which allowed 

UHI to re-invest $139, 700 

in the purchase of 3 more 

homes in the targeted ar-

eas. Combined with the 

sales, total economic im-

pact from July 1, 2010 to 

December 31, 2010 was 

over  $1 million.

Home Maintenance: Tips for Spring 
of early Spring have 

moved on is the perfect 

time to paint and caulk 

your homeõs exte-

rior.  Unpainted/

uncaulked wood will rot 

quickly so stay on top of 

your homeõs exte-

rior.  Remove cracked or 

peeling caulk before apply-

ing fresh material.  Use a 

good exterior grade of 

caulk ð you get what you 

pay for when it comes to 

these products so I recom-

mend not grabbing the 

cheapest one on the 

shelf.  There should still be paint left 

hanging around the attic or garage 

from your last exterior paint job so 

have a paint shop match it if you 

need a lot or use what is left.   

 

 

they are full of dirt then youõll 

be paying for a service call 

soon to replace your fan. Use 

a garden hose to spray the 

dirt off of those fins to con-

tinue to do their job.  

 

Roof ð Spring is a perfect time 

to have your roof checked 

out.  Apply sealant to the ex-

posed nails on your sewer 

pipe boots, and furnace and 

water heater metal vent 

boots.   

 

Trees ð Winter weather can 

wreak havoc on trees.  Spring 

is a great time to prune back 

weak tree limbs.  The lower 

limbs on trees will always be 

weaker than the higher 

ones.  Use a pole saw to trim 

them back to the main trunk.  

 

Paintñ After the heavy rains 
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Winter weather to many people 

is unpleasant.  To a house, it can 

create a number of maintenance 

hassles.  Mike Brunk, UHIõs 

Construction Manager, suggests 

this list as a reminder for things 

that should be done as the 

weather warms up. 

 

Gutters ð If you live in an area 

with established trees (if they 

are taller than the houses then 

theyõre established) then youõre 

gutters are going to be full of 

leaves and pine needles.  Clean-

ing them out is a must if you 

want to keep them operating 

properly and extend their life 

expectancy.   

 

Air Conditioner ð The fins on 

the outside component of your 

air conditioning system are 

there to dissipate heat created 

by its fan and compressor ð if

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When Arica Phillips first applied 

to United Housing for the FIRST 

Homes program, it was a really 

big step.  She was afraid of the 

process, and wasnõt sure if sheõd 

be able to buy a house.  Her 

first meeting with UHI staff put 

all her worries to rest.  òThe 

staff was so positive and sup-

ported me so much that I got 

over my fear,ó Phillips said, òAnd 

the classes were so good that it 

motivated me to make more of 

my life.ó  And she certainly has. 

 
Arica found her house on a 

quiet street in Frayser and just 

knew it was the one for her.  

There were enough bedrooms 

for her son to have his own 

space, and the fenced-in back 

yard was a great place for them 

to play.  Arica learned that she 

wasnõt alone on that street, 

either.  United Housing com-

pleted and sold the house 

across the street to another 

couple, so she knew she was in 

good company and in a 

neighborhood of people who 

knew about responsible home-

ownership. 

 

Once Arica moved in, she was 

motivated to complete her GED 

In mid-December, Arica achieved 

her goal and completed her GED 

courses and tests.  Now, sheõs 

motivated to move on and get her 

degree as an X-ray Technician 

from Southwest in Memphis.  Be-

cause of the support of the United 

Housing staff, Arica wants to 

achieve more for her and her son 

so that they can live a more com-

fortable life!
